This letter 
also contains a brief write-up and description with a link to the Web site for those 
who are unable to attend on Sunday morning.  

During the candidate feast on Saturday evening, the lodge chief addresses 
the candidates emphasizing the points that the Ordeal was not just about doing 
work and that the OA has other benefits and many fun programs to get involved in. 
A personal invitation is extended to them to attend the meeting the following 
morning. 

We have had about 90% of the candidates return the next morning for the 
program. I have seen that since the implementation of this program the lodge has 
had more new members at events, and the events have become more fun. We 
have also had an increase in brotherhood conversions. We plan on continuing to 
implement the Jumpstart program because it makes new members more 
acquainted with the lodge and national programs, as well as their lodge officers. I 
think that this is a valuable program and should be implemented by all lodges.

Putting “Fun” Back in Fund-raising! 

From: Waupecan Lodge—Rainbow Council—Morris, Illinois 
 

Rainbow Council's Waupecan Lodge has 
focused on putting "fun" into its many fund-
raising projects. In the last 10 years our 
lodge has raised and contributed over 
$144,000 to our council camping programs. 

Every fall, the lodge hosts a 
Colorwalk at a local state park and charges 

an admission fee, and provides and staffs a concession stand. Arrowmen, both 
youth and adult, are very active in the planning and the program. The program 
includes American Indian events, tomahawk throwing, and American Indian 
dancing and games. The lodge has members from the Illinois & Michigan Canal 
Historical Society present to offer a historical lesson on life on the canal. We have 
many natural displays including a working lock and also a live bird-of-prey display 
featuring several local bald eagles. The event averages between 800 and 1,000 
participants and is a good tool for our lodge effort at increasing Tiger Cub and Cub 
Scout membership in our council. Finally, at the Colorwalk, the lodge provides the 
council Camping Committee space for a camp promotion effort. 

Seperately, our lodge had some unique experiences by assisting in many 
fund-raising efforts at Chicagoland Speedway and Route 66 Raceway in Joliet, 
Illinois. Chicagoland Speedway is host to the Tropicana 400 and Delphi Indy 300 
race weekends, and Route 66 Raceway is host to two NHRA national events. The 
lodge and its members provided manpower to the track in the form of ushers, 
ticket-takers, and customer service specialists in which the lodge earned funds 
based on the number of hours worked. In the past two years, the lodge and its 
members have raised over $26,000 dollars for a new swimming pool fund 
established by our council. 

Based on the success we have had with the tracks, our lodge has been able 
to host a council-wide camping event called “Xtreme Scouting.”  The inaugural 
event brought together over 2,000 Scouts and their families for a weekend of 
camping, displays, and special events at Route 66 Raceway and Chicagoland 
Speedway, America’s Premier NHRA and NASCAR facilities. From State Police 
Canine demonstrations to members of the Chicago Fire Major League Soccer 
Team, from Army tanks, planes, and helicopters to local fire and rescue displays, 
from race cars to the USAF Presidential Drill Team, and a closing show featuring a 
Jamboree-style fireworks display, Xtreme Scouting has something for everyone! In 
2004 we will expand this opportunity to 6 other councils in our area. The key to our 
success is the time and effort we spend to make sure that our events are "FUN" for 
our many volunteers who staff everything we do! 
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Memorabilia for Cash to Benefit the Endowment 
From: Wauna La-Mon’tay Lodge—Cascade Pacific Council— 

Portland, Oregon 
 
A lot of success for providing 

financial support to our councils 
rests on the amount of planning and 
dedication put forth by our lodge 
membership. Wauna La-Mon’tay 
Lodge of Portland, Oregon, 
organizes a biannual auction of 
Scouting memorabilia to benefit the council’s endowment fund. Formerly 
organized by the late Ed Harris—a past two-time lodge adviser and council 
commissioner—Wauna La-Mon’tay will continue the tradition in his honor. 

The auction is advertised within the national patch trader community and 
is attended by hundreds of Scouts and Scouters of all ages from the 
Western Region and beyond. Advertised at local, sectional, and regional 
Scouting events, donators to the auction are presented with a 
commemorative patch set for their contribution. Dependant upon the 
amount of the donation, each benefactor is given a portion of the overall 
patch set. Donators of memorabilia estimated at $50 or more are given a 
commemorative CSP, and $100 or more are presented a CSP and OA Flap 
combination. 

The auction is held only once every two years to allow enough time to 
collect the memorabilia donations. In 2001 the lodge raised nearly $14,000 
and in 2003 the lodge raised more than $27,000 for the council’s 
endowment fund. 

This year’s auction was the sixth such auction in our history. The lodge 
helps to staff the auction by providing more than 25 youth and adult 
volunteers. Youth members serve on the service corps to help with the 
setup, take-down, and execution of the event. Adult volunteers provide 
services through auction item cataloging, trading post management, and the 
administration of the custom-built distance and onsite bidding and payment 
software.

In the Cho-Gun Mun-A-Nock Lodge, 
we take to heart the fact that we are 
part of Scouting’s National Honor 
Society.

We make this promotion effective by being well acquainted with our camp 
and having the most up-to-date material available. Our promotion teams usually 
consist of at least one current or former camp staff member to ensure that there is 
someone available who can answer most questions. The fliers we take with us are 
specific to the upcoming camping season and include information about all aspects 
of camp. Along with a general camp overview, the fliers have descriptions of 
program areas, pricing, and contact information. 

Recently, we produced a professional quality camp promotions video. This 
camp video includes footage of every area of camp and was filmed while camp 
was in session. This gives the viewer a good idea of what opportunities our camp 
has to offer and a look at other Scouts having the time of their lives—all while 
trying to keep the video presentation entertaining. 

Another way our lodge supports our council’s camping program is through 
our summer camp OA coordinator. This individual is a council camp staff member 
hired and paid by the lodge. He organizes and runs our Monday night cracker 
barrels, which is a fellowship gathering for all OA members every Monday evening 
at camp. 
 Overall, our lodge places a high priority on the support and promotion of our 
council’s camping program. We help the promotion of camping in several ways and 
put in hundreds of service hours to our council camp during our many lodge 
events. Our members work with their units and the OA to ensure a camping 
experience that is worthy of a Boy Scout’s time.

We 
have many channels to utilize to get the 
camp promotions message out, 
beginning with fall roundup. This is the 
time when we entice potential Boy 
Scouts with the prospect of getting away 
from the “real world” and having some 
fun at summer camp. Currently, we are 

trying to increase our involvement with the council’s fall roundup by working with 
the council to get Arrowmen into elementary and middle schools and show off the 
Scouting program. 
 Another way we get the word out about camp to the members of the council 
is to utilize the OA troop/team representatives, who help spread the word into the 
troops and get them excited about camp. The lodge executive committee makes 
sure that the OA representatives always have the most up-to-date information 
about summer camp through constant communication via the phone, e-mail, and 
newsletter. 
 Our newsletter is also a big means of communication. A minimum of four 
newsletters are sent out each year to all the lodge members. In each newsletter, 
we take advantage of the chance to advertise our local council camping 
opportunities. We also utilize our council’s newsletter, The Adirondacker, to get the 
message out to all youth and adults within the council. 
 Another way to get boys excited about camp is when election teams go to 
troops for unit elections. This is a perfect opportunity to promote the OA and camp 
at the same time. Unit elections can also be used for recruiting staff for the camp 
as well. The camp cannot run without friendly, helpful staff that people know. Our 
camp staff is primarily made up of Arrowmen from around the council. 
 Finally, our work weekends present a great opportunity to promote camping 
within our council. Taking place before and after the camping season, we draw 
many Scouts and Scouters to each work weekend. With a large audience present, 
this is a great opportunity to get everyone excited about the next camping season. 
This is also a great opportunity to recruit staff for the camp. 
 Camping promotions is not a task for one group alone. Whether that group 
is the council or the lodge, a task should be tackled by both parties equally.

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Camp Promotions Made Easy

Camp promotion is an important area in 
which every lodge can use some 
improvement. Here are a few tips to help 
improve your lodge’s promotion efforts: 
 
Work With Your Council 
Your best ally in camp promotion is your 
local council staff. Your council staff can 

provide you with ideas of where to start, such as units to target or the best 
methods to use. Your council or district executives will know which units need 
targeting for camp promotion. Units that have not signed up for camp, or who have 
a history of not attending camp, are the ones to target. Your council can help to 
provide your lodge with statistical and other helpful information. Use them! 
 
Know Your Audience 
Before planning the details of your camp promotion campaign, it is especially 
helpful to know whom you’re trying to “sell” your camp to: your target audience. 
Your local council should have statistical data about the units you are going to visit 
that can prove to be an important asset. Information about their previous camping 
experiences, the number of boys in the unit and their ages, and so on can be very 
useful in your promotion planning efforts.  By doing this, it will help to make your 
camp promotion presentation more fun and informative. 
 
Be Diverse 
Do not limit yourself to only troop presentations and fliers; be diverse. Use all forms 
of communication and promotion to get your message across. Forms that should 
be utilized, or at least investigated, for possible future use include: camp promotion 
skits, traveling camp trading posts, camp promotion movies (VHS, DVD, or CD), 
camp promotion Web sites, Where To Go Camping booklets, and virtual camp 
tours on CD-ROM or the Web. The age group you are targeting will help you 
decide what form(s) will be the most effective, but make sure you utilize more than 
just one!

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OA Scoutreach Mentoring 

 
The Order of the Arrow Scoutreach Mentoring Program 
is a joint effort of the national Scoutreach Division of the 
Boy Scouts of America and the Order of the Arrow. Its 
purpose is to identify and assist urban and rural Scout 
troops whose camping and advancement programs are 
below standard. 

Goals and Functions 

¶ To act as a positive change agent in the midst of startling social, political, 
economic, and demographic events affecting urban and rural Scouts.  

¶ To increase advancement and camping opportunities for Scouts in urban 
and rural troops whose programs might be insufficient.  

¶ To fulfill the Order of the Arrow Strategic Plan.  
¶ To create the opportunity for more urban and rural Scouts to become 

eligible for membership in the Order of the Arrow.  
¶ To provide additional, positive youth and adult role models for 

disadvantaged urban and rural Scouts and adult leaders.  
¶ To create a "guided discovery" for Order of the Arrow members to reflect on 

the ideal of "He alone is worthy to wear the arrow who will continue faithfully 
to serve his fellow man."  

Lodge Responsibilities 

It is the overall responsibility of the lodge with local Scoutreach and district 
committee support to administer the Order of the Arrow Scoutreach Mentoring 
Program. This comes about through the lodge service committee. Regardless of 
the size of the lodge and its internal structure, the lodge service committee has the 
authority for administering the program. The lodge service committee should 
request assistance from the council and district commissioner’s staff, council 
professionals, and the council’s Scoutreach committee in identifying urban and 
rural troops whose advancement and camping program are weak or nonexistent.  

Other sources within the council where information on a troop’s status might be 
obtained are the records of district and council camping, and advancement 
committees. Therefore, it becomes necessary that the lodge service committee 
develop a master profile of urban and rural troops in the council that might benefit 
from the mentoring program. From the master profile, the lodge service committee 
and district executive will match applicants to selected troops. 

The lodge service committee and the district commissioner should exercise great 
care in matching mentors to troops. Troops whose camping and advancement 
programs are weakest will require the most assistance. In such cases, two or more 
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mentors might be assigned to a single troop. Keep in mind that matching mentors 
to troops will vary from troop to troop. 

Application Process and Requirements 

Interested Arrowmen (youth or adult) can secure an application from their lodge 
chief or from this booklet.  The application should be completed carefully by the 
applicant and collected by the chairman of the lodge service committee, or an 
appropriate person or committee. The appropriate lodge committee and the 
commissioner staff serving the districts where the troops are located should then 
meet to review all applications. Selected mentors will then be matched to a troop 
as identified from the master profile of urban and rural troops. 

Recognition 

This final phase of the Order of the Arrow Scoutreach Mentoring Program is an 
opportunity to recognize mentors for their diligent efforts in assisting urban and 
rural troops. Before recognition is granted, mentors must have the approval of the 
urban or rural Scoutmaster, lodge chief, lodge adviser, lodge service committee 
chairman, and district commissioner. Once approvals are granted, the Scout 
executive will forward applications to the national Scoutreach Division. The 
national Scoutreach Division will forward patches and certificates to the Scout 
executive for presentation.  
 
The Order of the Arrow Scoutreach Mentor Award consists of a colorful triangular 
patch and certificate. Mentors who successfully complete their first action plans 
and have received application approval are presented patches and certificates with 
a bronze border. Mentors completing action plans for a second time, with 
application approval, are presented patches and certificates with a silver border. 
Finally, mentors completing action plans, and approval, for a third time are 
presented patches and certificates with a gold border.

Their council Scoutreach District 
Director, Chuck Ricketts, contacted the 
Witauchsoman Lodge executive board to 
solicit their help by utilizing the OA’s 
Scoutreach Mentoring project. 
 
 At this meeting, the lodge executive committee asked if there were any 
chapters who would volunteer to head up this project. In response to this request, 
the Tunkhannock Chapter of the South Mountain District met and unanimously 
approved an OA Scoutreach Mentoring Program action plan for the four 
Scoutreach units within their district. 
 
 The action plan was a well-defined series of events that would help to 
accomplish the goals of both the council and lodge leadership. A survey was 
distributed to all the adult leaders of the four Scoutreach units in the council to gain 
feedback on what sort of program the adults felt would benefit the boys in their 
unit. The local chapter leadership created a weekend long camping experience 
centered around the theme, Nature Quest, for both the youth and adults of the 
Scoutreach units to enjoy. 
 
 The chapter Scoutreach team, in conjunction with Scoutreach District 
Executive Jimmy Torres, first created a single-day, five-hour, dry run-through of the 
weekend long program, they called a Field Day. The Field Day was a mini-
camporee for the Scoutreach units. At the Field Day, the Scouts had the 
opportunity to learn about fire safety and proper flag etiquette, they viewed a camp 
promotion video and had a scavenger hunt. This was all done to get the Scouts 
and adult leaders interested in the Nature Quest program. 
 
 Finally, the main event took place on March 16–18, 2003, at Camp 
Serranova in Seisholtzville, Pennsylvania with a very successful attendance for the 
weekend.  For the event, the youth members of the lodge provided a three-day 
program that included typical campout activities such as flag ceremonies, patrol 
style cooking, and several Tenderfoot and 2nd Class camping requirements. In the 
end, everyone involved, from the youth coordinating the event to the members of 
the units benefiting from it, learned something new and had a great weekend!
